	In the Program Announcement there is a list of all teams that qualify as “Experienced Partners”.  You should review this list and the work of these teams and reach out to any teams that seem to be a logical partner.

	Do you have any suggestions for reaching out to partners, we are an insurance company and we are hoping to partner with a team to support their work and further the success of their initiative? 
	Consider reaching out to Ray Hammel’s group.  They were interested in having an insurance provider as a partner to further the spread and payment of their initiative.  The Foundation cannot help make the partnerships, but you have the phone numbers and email addresses for all team leaders so be persistent and continue to reach out to your colleagues with specific requests.

	Any experienced team interested in an Advanced Grant must include a new, inexperienced partner, correct?
	Yes all experienced teams interested in participating in the new grant must have a new partner and therefore will be looking for new organizations to partner with.

	My organization is part of a larger health care organization.  I am part of the outpatient part of the hospital, and a different level of care than the experienced team who participated previously.  Do I count as new, or experienced partner?
	As a different entity, providing different services within a larger health care organization you qualify as a new partner.

	What is expected of Advanced Grantees for mentorship of Diffusion Grantees
	It is expected this will happen largely during learning sessions.  Advanced grantees will not be required to sit in on coaching calls.  If teams contact you with questions we would expect you would answer these and support the teams.
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
