	Question
	Response

	Can the Office for Aging and/or Department of Aging and Youth be the lead organization for this grant?
	Yes, this is possible, and has been done in the past.  Please consider your specific county.  Some counties have a hard time accessing the funds provided by the grant due to county financial practices.  Some counties also require county legislator approval to apply for a grant.  It is important to understand how your agency works to ensure you are able to administer the grant with limited fund restrictions.

	Can we use a “pass through agency” who serves as the lead organization for financial reasons but has no other role within the grant?
	Yes, the foundation allows this and up to a 10% administrative fee. This is an acceptable relationship as long as the “pass through agency” does not restrict access to the funds.

	The executive leader is from an organization other than the lead organization.  How do I fill out the cover page?
	The person who signs the cover page should come from the lead organization.  If the executive leader is from another organization than please explain this in the text of your proposal.

	How much detail would you like for the question of “anticipated use of foundation resources”?
	A short paragraph to illustrate your current thoughts regarding the use of the funds.  The Foundation understands that this may change during the six month planning phase.

	When you request information regarding the anticipated use of funds, do you want to know how we will utilize the only the $100,000 or also the $10,000 planning grant?
	You should make a statement based on how you intent to utilize the entire amount awarded by this Program Announcement, presuming you receive the entire $110,000 grant.

	Under question 1 of the Proposal section for Diffusion grants (Page 14) do we need to have subheadings for each of the questions asked?
	No, you should provide information that covers everything asked within the two page limit for this section.  You don’t need to place subheadings to identify each section of information.  The questions are there to guide you in the content. 

	Why does the Foundation perceive inability to attend the Summary Conference is a hardship in applying for this grant?
	These grants are designed to build off the work in Erie County over the past three years.  It is beneficial to applicants to understand what this work means in both theory and application.  Working within a collaborative is different than receiving a grant to complete work.  It is important to understand this difference.

	Could a coalition bring more than four people to learning sessions?
	The Foundation will cover mileage and hotel costs for up to four people.  If you seek to bring more than four people your coalition will be required to cover the additional cost of mileage and hotel for the extra person.  The Foundation will cover other meeting-related costs. 

	What are “affiliated” organizations within a larger organization?
	Some counties have large health care organizations that provide several types of services to older adults under one larger umbrella entity.  Typically these include different care settings operating under different corporations and licenses.  If the services are in separate organizations within the parent, not just different departments they can be separate partners.  

	What will be the factors you consider in reviewing proposals?
	We will review closely the information provided in first two pages about the organizations involved and the relationships that currently exist.  We are looking for strong relationships and previous successes working together.  We are also looking understand any work you have previously completed in falls prevention.  If you have not had experience in falls prevention, we will look for a strong indication of your commitment to this work.  This is a competitive process so the success of proposals will be impacted by the competition from other applicants.  There will likely not be applications from all fifteen eligible counties, but there will be a competitive selection process to select six coalitions.  We will seek a balance of grantees from both regions.
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
